DEFINITIONS

Minority means a person who is a citizen or lawful permanent resident of the United States and who is: (a) American Indian or Alaskan Native: having origins in any of the original peoples of North America. (b)
Asian American: having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asia, the Indian subcontinent, or the Pacific Islands. (c) Black: having origins in any of the black racial groups of Africa. (d)
Female.(e) Hispanic: of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South American, or other Spanish or Portuguese culture or origin regardless of race.

Minority business enterprise or Minority-owned business means a small business organized for profit performing a commercially useful function owned and controlled by one or more minority individuals or
minority business enterprises. "Owned and controlled" means a business in which one or more minorities or minority business enterprises own at least fifty-one percent or in the case of a corporation at least fifty-one
percent of the voting stock and control at least fifty-one percent of the management and daily business operations of the business.

Economically disadvantaged business means a small business organized for profit and performing a commercially useful function, which is at least sixty percent owned and controlled by one or more economically
disadvantaged persons and which has its principal place of business in Louisiana. A nonprofit organization is not an economically disadvantaged business for purposes of this Section.

Economically disadvantaged person means a citizen of the United States who has resided in Louisiana for at least one year, whose ability to compete in the free enterprise system has been impaired historically due
to diminished capital and credit opportunities as compared to others in the same or similar line of business, and whose diminished opportunities have historically precluded, or are likely to preclude, such individual
from successfully competing in the open market.

Small Business — The term Small Business Concern shall mean a small business as defined pursuant to section 3 of the Small Business Act and in relevant regulations promulgated pursuant thereto.

‘Woman Owned Business — the term small Woman Owned Business shall mean a small business concern of which: at least 51 percent is owned by one or more women or, in the case of any publicly owned
business, at least 51 percent of the stock is owned by one or more women and whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more of such individuals.
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
